      7.  OLD BUSINESS: 
 i)    Proposed Community Garden
Nazim Awan explained that the available funding for this initiative was $10,000.00. 

Although not a lot of money it was agreed that the success was largely predicated on the efforts of those willing to become involved.

It was also recognized that a greenhouse (s) in future would be beneficial to this project.  
     After discussions on each of the areas that were put forward for the Committee to select      

     from two options were suggested.
1. For residents desiring to plant and care for horticulture gardening, the planting of flowers along the outer edges of the side yards and in the front of the of the Town Office property.

2. Riverview St. area (lots Lot:92 to Lot:100 ) for residents desiring to plant and care for agricultural type gardening would utilize small plots. The land is zoned open space park and owned by Norman Wells Land Corp. (NWLC) who have been consulted and have  provided tacit agreement with the proposal land usage.  
 Next step up to Council to determine if suggested initiative will proceed.  

-Form a Community Garden Committee 
-Enter into a formal agreement with NWLC.
    8.  NEW BUSINESS
         i)  Mountain Avens Award

    The committee recommended that Council bolster the award amount to $1,000.00 per year, and

    that the criteria for selecting winners be changed.

Discontinue the format of selecting the five Categories. Have the selection committee in place   May 1 of each year and they observe all lots, Residential, Commercial, Industrial and creating a list for September 1 of each year. From the list they draw out of a hat five names that were entered from the list. Each name picked would get a Cheque for $200.00. (no Raven Sign) 

Committee’s criteria would simply be looking for any lot kept tidy, as easy as keeping your lawn regularly cut and no clutter of “stuff” in your yard. 

Hopefully, making this change will give more incentive to residents to participate in keeping tidy properties. With this change more names will be put in the hat as we never really recognized the residents who do just keep a tidy lawn, as selections were made on the lots that noticeably had bright flower addition to their yards.

     8.  Co-Habitation – Dogs ( Discussion )
          ii)    
                      Discussion concluded that there was no compelling reason to allow any more than three 

               dogs to any one household,  

               Committee is not prepared to put into service any area of land within the municipal 

               boundaries that would accommodate homes and large numbers of dogs to co-habitat.

               Suggestion was made to review the Animal Companion By-law and add under 
               Hobby Licence that: 
· Must have Approval from Council to own / have in ones control four or more dogs

· Approval for four or more dogs is only granted for Sub-sistance lifestyle, whereby the applicants dogs are kept and used for trapping and dog sled rides and are the applicants only source of income.

· the applicant must have an approved business licence to operate this business.
· If there are continuous complaints of dogs barking, howling so as to cause a nuisance 

                     and disturb any neighbour within a 500m radius during quiet time (11:00pm to 7:00am )
                     penalty would be removal of hobby licence and the dogs must be removed from the 

                     municipal boundaries.

    8.   Request from Wayne Lennie exemption on required minimum 500 gal water tank  

           iii)     
               The committee recommends that he install the required minimum tank of 500 gallons and          
               suggest to him to plumb it in so that he only uses a 325 gallon capacity. Committee   

               understands his requirements and not needing the required minimum, however this is     

               where the problems start if we allow undersized tanks, if and when he sells or there is    

               additional occupancy the requirements as history has proven, the undersized tank is not 
               large enough and deliveries in most cases become more than the 3 weekly allowable. 
               In the past allowing exemptions for undersized tanks has really created problems for all,    

               the applicant, contractor and Town, so it is paramount that No approvals be given for 
               anything other that the required minimums we ask for at this time.
