4. DELEGATION

a) Sandy Whiteman, Re: Town Representation on the Housing Authority Board
Mrs. Whiteman is the representative for the Housing Authority Board and was asked to be a delegation to advise if she wishes to be nominated for another term on the board and to address council’s concerns regarding the Housing Authority Board.  

Mrs. Whiteman advised her appointment to the board ends as of October 14, 2011 and she will not be letting her name stand for another term. She has served on the board since 1995 and feels that she has made a great contribution however, current circumstances surrounding the Housing Board has discouraged her from continuing.  Mrs. Whiteman feels it is now an advisory board instead of a decision making board. 
Mrs. Whiteman advised that the Board received a letter from the Vice-President of the NWT Housing Corporation stating that the Minister has placed the board on a six (6) month probation period due to some decisions made by the board, however she supports the boards decisions.   Mrs. Whiteman indicated that the board stepped out of their guidelines of the policies and procedures when they made a decision regarding allocation of a unit for an individual and said that the board could have been fired at that time but the Minister decided to put them on probation instead.    
In her opinion, Mrs. Whiteman said that Norman Wells is in need of more low-income housing units.  The Board is responsible for 30 units; there are 33 units in Norman Wells; the board has been advised to return 3 units.  
Mrs. Whiteman also asked that the council improve their communications with the Norman Wells Housing Authority Board regarding development plans for the Town in an effort to improve working relationships.  

Mayor Johnson thanked Mrs. Whiteman for her long-term service on the Norman Wells Housing Authority Board and for talking with the Council. 

b) Scott Thompson, GNWT Probation Officer, Introduction
Mr. Thompson appeared before Council to introduce himself as the new permanent GNWT Probation Officer for Norman Wells and Deline.  Mr. Thompson’s office is located at 31 Mackenzie Drive (Jim Ulch Building).

Mayor Johnson welcomed Mr. Thompson to Norman Wells and thanked him for coming to introduce himself. 
c) Lorraine Tremblay, Alternate Energy 
Ms. Tremblay approached the Council to advise them that she found a company called  T3E  in Quebec, ON who would consider taking on the project manager position regarding alternate energy.  The company would send a representative to Norman Wells and provide the town with an assessment for $15,000. plus expenses.  Ms. Tremblay provided a hard copy of a sample model they have completed.   
Mayor Johnson thanked Ms. Tremblay for her information and commented that the council will take her information under advisement.
